Summary of pupil responses

In support of the proposal

More recommendations to other people making the school popular

It would be better for the environment if a second floor was built rather than expanding

onto the land

PE then we would get expertise in the teaching

e There would be two sittings for lunch

e We would not repeat work as we would all be working on the same subject and the
work would be different each year.

Aqgainst the proposal
