1. Minutes

2. Proposed New Code of Conduct for Members - Consultation
(ltem 2 - Report by Head of Democratic Services)

(1)  The Committee noted that the Department for Communities and Local Government
(DCLG) had published a consultation paper seeking views by 9 March on a draft of a
proposed new Model Code of Conduct for Local Authority Members. The report included
the consultation paper and a suggested draft response to be submitted by the Council.
